Seven airports are located within a 
two-hour drive, including internati-
onal hubs such as Munich, Zurich and 
Stuttgart. A trip to Altenrhein, Fried-
richshafen or Memmingen airport is 
no more than 45 minutes.

The electrification of the Memmingen-Lindau rail line is expected 
to be finished by December 2020, as is the case with the cons-
truction of the new Lindau-Reutin railway station. The journey 
to Zurich and Munich will then be shortened to just under two 
hours. The train to Stuttgart will also travel much faster due 
to the electrification of the south line, which will begin in 2021.
